2. Basic guidelines

2.1. Paper layout [BiA_1_1_Heading]

The title of the work – should clearly define what the article is about. It must be written in Roman script.
Names of authors – provide the full names and surnames of the author or authors. Names must be written in Roman script. Affiliation – provide the place of employment (Department, Faculty, University), its address, e-mail address and ORCID link. Information should be enclosed for each Author separately using Roman script. The e-mail address of the corresponding author should be underlined (like in affiliation 1 above). 

Funding – if relevant, provide the name of the funding agency and the name and/or number of the grant/programme.
Abstract – should contain up to 200 words. It must be written in Roman script. Keywords – enter up to five keywords using Roman script. We recommend moving from general to more specific ones.
The proper text of the work – the preferred paper layout contains the first chapter as an introduction and the last one as conclusions. Please use British spelling. Any abbreviation used in the text must be explained when it appears for the first time.
References – references to literature should be compiled at the end of the article according to the examples. They must be written in Roman script.

The references to tables in the text should be as follows: Tab. 1, Tabs 1-2. After the title, provide the source of information of the data in the table in the following form: Source: [1]; Source: own study based on [1]; Source: own study. The number in brackets points to the relevant item on the reference list. Below the table, leave an empty line. Note: all tables must be referred to in the text.

Note: all figures must be referred to in the text.
All figures must be of adequate quality – at least 300 DPI. [BiA_Figure]
